MGT "FUN" BOWL
FOR UNITED WAY
A week of fun activities where MGT "teams" try to earn yards to "score" the most yards, and make the winning "touchdown".
Team Captains will be chosen to head up 8-10 teams of 5-6 players who will participate in the week's activities. Teams may also solicit "Boosters" to help them win their goals.  Boosters may be family members, friends and colleagues who participate on behalf of a chosen team.  The more the merrier! Teams, with their boosters, will work together to earn yards on the field, bringing their team closer to the goal each day.
KICKOFF:
Team Captains will choose team members by drawing names out of a bucket.  Each team will consist of players and boosters.  Players will actively participate in each event, with boosters supporting them by joining in, or contributing to the final outcomes.  
Team Captains will be responsible for keeping the team's total yards for each activity and reporting it to the "scorekeepers" at the end of each day.  Teams will participate as a team in each event, however, individual players and boosters may also participate on behalf of their team.  

A football field poster will be hung in a prominent place in the office where each day, each team's football marker will be moved ahead by the number of yards gained from that day's activity.  The more team members and boosters that participate, the more yards each team earns!! The team with the most yards at the end of the week will be awarded the FUN BOWL CHAMPS for 2004!!!
Monday, November 1

Kickoff Breakfast:
United Way "Referees" (Karen and Valeda) will visit during the Monday Morning meeting, bringing continental breakfast items and joining in the Kickoff.  Team Captains will draw team players and sign up "boosters". UW Referrees will explain the overall goals re: United Way.  MGT "Coaches" (Ken, Cheryl, Cindy, etc.) will give a brief intro of each activity and provide Team Captains a Play Book for the week activities and distribute materials (Team's Penny War Jars, etc.)  The Silent Auction will also be started that morning.   Start of Locker Room Challenge announced also.  Might have some "cheerleaders" to get things going?

Emails re: Box lunch bingo will go out Monday Tues and Wed to gather # of lunches to be ordered for Thurs.  Reinforce the idea of them bringing a friend ("Booster" or "Stringer") to lunch on Thursday. (Doubles $$ for UW and extra fun).

Penny Wars - containers to be marked with "yards" (inches) for daily yards count.  Need to find containers.  Will be kept in conference room w/ silent auction items.

Tuesday, November 2

Locker Room Challenge
Teams will meet in the conference room at 8:30 for the "Pep Rally" (get rules for the Locker Room Challenge. Challenge will be used as a tool for collecting non perishable items for the Second Harvest Food Bank.) Each team is challenged to select a player's door for decorating as the team "locker room".  Each team will decorate the door in a football theme (?tied to one of the United Way agencies MGT is targeting maybe?).  Votes for the winning decoration will be calculated by the amount of food collected by that team  (I liked the idea of  awarding 1/2 yard for every 5 items collected.  Team with most items at the end of the week wins the Locker Room competition.)  Boosters may help solicit "votes" for the best team locker room door throughout the week by cheering their team on with emails, and bringing donations of non perishable items and adding it to the "locker room stash".  Team Captains will report the number of votes at the end of each day to earn yards.  Voting will conclude and winners announced on Friday at the Tailgate party.

NOTES:  
1. This can be done on Monday if desired and teams can decorated doors Tuesday
2. Teams can use anything to decorate their door as long as it pertains to a UW agency and/or their team.  
3. Only one door per team.  The office of the decorated door will be the holding place for the food items donated.  Need boxes for each team to collect food in. (Note:  food items should be brought to large conf. room after "votes" are verified at the end of the day.  Start over new in the morning with empty box in each locker room).
Wednesday, November 3

1/2 Time Pizza Poker Run -Teams will gather in the conference room.  UW Refs will provide an agency representative to give a 5 minute "huddle" each discussion about their agency.  Teams will then be sent to 5 locations located in or around the building to collect poker cards.  After collecting cards at each location, members return to the conference room for a team "huddle" to register their hand and eat pizza.  Members of the winning team will be rewarded with a gift, and the team will win bonus yards for finishing with the best hand.
NOTES:  
1. Pizza provided by United Way.  Drinks provided by MGT.  
2. Need to figure way to ensure there is no cheating by combining cards to make a winning hand.  Maybe UW reps could "log" card given to player then logs be used to verify hands.  If cheating found, team could be "penalized" by losing yards.  (Cheating did happen last year!)
Thursday, November 4
Coaches - Penny & Cindy
Second String  Bingo -
Teams will bring their "second string" on the "field" to play Box Lunch Bingo.  Each team member who brings a guest player with them will receive an extra bingo card to play during lunch.  Players order in advance a box lunch to be served to team players and their guests that will be playing bingo.  4 games will be played during lunch, with winners receiving prize for each game.

NOTES:  
1.
Team members must have their box lunch orders for themselves and guests in no later than Wednesday noon so orders can be placed in time.  MGT will pick up lunches on Thurs.

Teams will score an extra yard for each team member that brings a "second string" player. Teams with the most "second string" players will win 5 bonus yards.  
Friday, November 5
Coaches Cindy, Melissa, Kim
Tailgate Party -
Teams will compete in preparing their best chili for the tailgate party.  Each team will collaborate on the recipe, preparation and presentation. Teams will receive votes (using poker chips again) in 2 catagories - best chili and best presentation. Teams receiving the most total votes for their tailgate chili will win a prize, along with 5 bonus yards.   Prizes for Best Chili and Best Presentation will be awarded also, with 2 yards given to the team of the winners. 

At the conclusion of the Tailgate Chili cookoff judging, the silent auction will be finalized with auction items being rewarded.   
Penny Wars will also be concluded at that time, with a winning team announced.  Winning team gets 10 bonus yards awarded.  (Should yards be awarded to 2nd and 3rd place?)  
Once all teams yards have been computed and marked on the "field". The team closest to the goal or winning the most yards for the entire week will be named the Fun Bowl Champs!  
NOTES:

1. Check with Ken re: using the parking lot for tailgate party….maybe with a tent?  
2. Check possibility of having it in the afternoon, say 3-5 so it can be a real "tailgate party"?
3. Check with UW Refs re: challenging neighboring businesses to participate in Tailgate party.
4. End Penny Wars, Silent Auction and Locker Room  Challenge by noon so results can be announced at Tailgate party.

General Notes:
1. Box lunches will be from Heavenly Hams (best quote of $6.00 per box).  Ask Penny to finalize menu choices and coordinate emails for orders.  Order must be placed no later than Wed noon.  Charge of $10 per lunch gets lunch and 4 cards to play Bingo.  Need prizes for Bingo Winners.  Must track "second string" guests for teams to earn bonus yards.
2. MVP Awards for those who donate $1,000 or more.  MVPs will be acknowledged at the Tailgate party? Or separate function?
3. Bonus yards awarded for teams with 100% signup of team members for payroll deductions.
4. Tailgate chili cookoff same as last year.  Tasters/Voters pay $5 to taste all chilis and vote.
5. Solicit gift certificates for prizes of games.    Need prizes for:
a. Penny Wars (First place./ maybe 2nd and 3rd?)
b. Locker Room Challenge (1 prize ea. for all team members)
c. Poker Run (1 prize for ea. for winning team)
d. Bingo (4 - one for each game)
e. Chili Cookoff (one for winner)
